“Washington's attempts to integrate energy into broad military 
and strategic planning have stalled after the retirement of a 
key US general. The highest ranked policy planners 
contemplating confrontation with Iran and managing cooling 
relations with Russia and Venezuela have no definition of 
energy security and no strategy for creating it.”

“One European system puts patients in control” -

Milwaukee Journal Sentinel
Helen Disney , Chief Executive of the Stockholm 
Network, was interviewed by the Milwaukee Journal 
Sentinel to discuss shifting attitudes to healthcare in 
Europe:

“Britain has been permitting private hospitals and 
clinics to satisfy people outraged at two-year waits for 
hip operations. Sweden has been privatizing. France 
and Germany are debating changes in part because 
aging populations and generous promises have led to 
waiting lists and co-pays. 

“You're starting to get consumer pressure from the 
ground up," she explains.”

“Food policy proves hard to digest” - Public Finance

Helen Disney , Chief Executive of the Stockholm Network, 
discusses the recent avian flu scare in the UK and argues for 
increased independence of the Food Standards Agency (FSA).

“This uncertainty around food safety helps neither the reputation
of British businesses competing in a global economy, nor the 
government which ultimately takes the blame when things go 
wrong. 

“With this in mind, perhaps it is time we gave the Food Standards
Agency greater powers to be independent from government and 
to become a genuine watchdog with enough teeth to bite on the 
safety loopholes that still seem to exist in the creation and 
distribution of our food products.”

Shane Frith , Managing Director of the 
Stockholm Network, was guest speaker at a 
Hayek Society roundtable discussion in Oxford, 
where he spoke at length on the benefits of 
Health Saving Accounts and the successful 
example of Singapore. 

The audience was predominantly made up of 
graduate students and engaged in a lively 
discussion.

‘Debating Pharmaceutical IPRs’ – Geneva

hosted a debate on Pharmaceutical IPRs.
