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14 September – The Stockholm Network hosted a discussion session at the European Resource Bank Meeting (ERBM), 
entitled: ‘The Future of the Social Model ’. This examined the question of whether, with the rise of right-of-centre 
governments in much of Europe, this might signal the demise of the European Social Model. The event was attended by 
over 250 guests consisting of journalists, think tanks, politicians and policy makers.

11 September – In response to his research paper on Chilean Pensions (see below), Jose Pinera , former Minister of 
Labour and Social Security in Chile, invited Stockholm Network Research Officer Kristian Niemietz to the launch of 
his autobiography in Lichtenstein. His book has been translated and published by the European Centre of Austrian 
Economics Foundation  (ECAEF), which hosted the event and has recently applied to join the Stockholm Network. 
Mr Pinera spoke highly of the Stockholm Network, as well as Kristian’s Niemietz.
